README Please!

 1) By using this sheet I will be able to import your scores directly into the data base. This is a great help as it saves me a lot of time.
 2) Using this sheet will be quicker for you than using the NBSS system. 
 3) IMPORTANT - DO NOT CHANGE THE COLUMN NAMES OR ORDER !!!
 4) Enter your name and membership number at the top of the sheet – ESSENTIAL
 5) Enter a date in format style 12/5/24 for every entry 
 6) ENSURE that the pub name is not ambiguous i.e Bennets Tollcross or Bennets of Morningside. Omit any “The” from the start of the name.
 7) Fill in scores for REAL Ales and Ciders drunk on your visit. Up to 10 scores/ visit, 1 score in each column. Leave unused columns blank.
     If you have more than 10 scores on a visit then create another entry with the same date.
 8) I am happy to accept half scores on this sheet.
 9) If the pub has NO REAL ALE on sale enter NRA in comments column and give other information like "just run out - back on tomorrow”
10) If beers score a *  (see below)  put the total number of  *  scores in the " * beers" column.
11) Comments Column - use this column to list the beers (obvious abbreviations will do) and any other useful information.
       I do not record the beer name against each score, I just keep a general record of the beers a pub has sold. However duplicate scores 
      with no or the same beer name will be deleted. Just put beer 1. beer2 etc. if you can't remember.
12) See the example entries on the score sheet.
13) Pubs in Edinburgh must be visited at least 3 times (on separate days) to be entered on the Hit List
14) Scores are now collected all year, but the deadlines for submitting them for use are around the 7 Nov for Hit List meeting and around  7 Feb for the Vote Meeting.  See 
      branch emails for actual dates.

NOTE: By returning this sheet you are agreeing to ALL the information on it being made available to CAMRA branch officers to generate statistical analyses such as an average score for beers or pubs. The information will never be referenced back to individuals in any published information or verbally at a branch meeting. In addition, CAMRA branch officers may occasionally contact you in respect of a score submitted or as part of a beer scoring promotion.

Score Guide
NRA = No real ale (Enter this is comments column)
    0.5   = Undrinkable (Return to bar; staff refused/reluctant to change it, or beer left ON sale)
    *   = Undrinkable (Return to bar; beer changed OK and beer taken OFF sale - Enter 1 (or more) in * Beers column)
    1   = Poor (Just drinkable, wouldn’t buy another even if it's the only real ale)
    2   = Average (Drinkable, would buy another but more likely to try something else)
    3   = Good (GBG standard, happy to buy another)
    4   = Excellent (Very happy to buy another, reluctant to change to a different beer)
    5   = Stunning (The best you will find - reserved for your best few pints this year!)
